Itõs the end of term and the end of the school year for both our schools. Working together as a Federation we feel proud of 

all we have achieved for the children, teachers, parents and governors. I thought I would highlight just some of these suc-

cesses: 

 

§ Both schools have achieved great success with their all their End of Key Stage assessments this year. Both schools 

succeed with achievements far above national expectations at Year R, Key Stage 1 and Key Stage 2. We are particu-

larly pleased with the outcomes of the new Key Stage assessments at both schools representing achievement in a 

more challenging and demanding curriculum. We are so proud of all that the children have achieved.  

§ Our Early Years team have developed the unit approach across the classes, with children enjoying their learning in 

each class base and across the outside learning area with all staff being more involved in objective led planning and 

provision. This enables a joint approach to learning across the unit by all staff. These developments have led to 

amazing success in their end of Key Stage assessments with a record 85% reaching or exceeding national expecta-

tions for the end of the Foundation Stage.  

§ We have worked hard to embed our joint vision and values across each school. Our Celebration Assemblies have been 

developed to ensure children are being recognised for their work around our important words of Learn, Enjoy, Grow 

and Achieve and these are kept a high focus for all.   

§ Teachers have worked hard to develop our curriculum themes and the raised expectations are embedded across all 

year groups from Year R to Year 6.  These are already enabling children to experience exciting new topics with new 

artwork, history, geography, science, cooking, trips, visitors and much more.  

§ Our use of mobile technology has now been built in to our curriculum and is enhanced by a new set of Ipads ( with 

thanks to the PA) for use by all. This is a great asset to our learning and children very much enjoy using them.  

§ The upgrading of the Early Years area has begun and will be completed over the summer with new flooring and bright 

new murals making the area more attractive and stimulating.  

§ A successful Olympic Week was held across both schools with children competing in teams across several activities 

not just in our schools but across all schools in the GLF trust. The winning team Athens won an incredible 136 gold 

medals! 

§ You have told us how much you appreciate our Learning Jigsaws and newsletters at both schools detailing the curric-

ulum each t erm and keeping you up t o dat e wit h lif e in t he school communit y. 

§ Our schools have been externally recognised for the depth of understanding and accuracy of our progressive as-

sessment system which tracks the progress of each child from Year R to Year 6.  This comes from both our col-

leagues within GLF and also from the external moderations which took place for both Foundation Stage and Key 

Stage 1. Moderators were impressed with our procedures and how our children are well prepared to continue to 

meet and exceed these raised expectations.  Parents have appreciated how much we have communicated this and 

kept them up to date with the changes.  

§ You have told us how much you appreciate the termly reporting to parents, keeping you updated with how your child 

is progressing through the year and supporting discussions at parentõs evenings. 

§ Transition arrangements between all year groups have been strengthened with more discussion between teachers 

around each childõs strengths and development areas as well as opportunities for all children to ômove upõ. 

§ Both schools have gained greatly since joining our academy trust, GLF Schools. The schools have benefitted enor-

mously from increased support and challenge to be our best, gaining from the wide range of expertise within the 

team, and resources and connections with the other schools in the group. We are already benefitting with advice on 

assessment, improving provision for IT, SEN, Maths and teaching and learning. GLF are proud to have us on board 

and already recognise the many strengths we can also share with the group.  

Our new websites and prospectuses for each school were launched in the Autumn Term alongside our new shared logo. 

Children are already beginning to wear the new uniform which we hope you agree is a smart addition to our 

schools. 

It has been an incredibly busy year with many areas of success to celebrate. There is still so much we can and will achieve 

and we look forward to the opportunities of the next academic year.  

Thank you all for your support for both schools during the year and we wish you and your families a restful and enjoyable 

summer break.

Universal Free School Meals, Pupil Premium and Dietary Concerns  

 ôUniversal Infants Free School Meals continue next academic year.  One area which has been ôflaggedõ due to this 

initiative is the increase in pupils with dietary requirements.  Please be aware that the cook has various menus 

she can follow for dietary requirements : -  

§ Non Dairy  

§ Menus that do not contain Egg  

§ Gluten Free  

§ Allergy Aware Menu (for multiple allergies)  

Please speak to the school office if you wish your child to have one of these menus.  

Despite Universal Infant Free School Meals, pupil premium will still be applicable.  It is very important that, if 

you are eligible for pupil premium, the school continues to be notified as this impacts on our funding and, in turn, 

the support we can provide to children.  The criteria for this remains if you are eligible for: -  

§ Income Support  

§ Income based job seekerõs allowance/Employment support allowance 

§ Child tax credit with income less than £16,190.00 but not Working Tax Credit  

§ Guaranteed State Pension Credit  

§ Income Related Employment Support Allowance  

§ Support under Part VI of the Immigration and Asylum Act  

§ Universal credit  

§ Either or both parents are members of HM Armed Forces or in receipt of a child pension from the 

Ministry of Defence.  

§ Has your child been adopted or is your child under a special guardianship, child arrangement  

§ Has your child been looked after by Social Care for at least 1 day  

Please speak to the school office if you fall within one of the above categories.  

On Thursday, 17th November 2016 children in 

primary school Years 1 and 2 are being offered a flu 

immunisation at LVS school.  This will take the form 

of a simple spray up the nose and is painless and 

quick. 

We will receive consent forms  and more information 

but understand that to be effective, the 

immunisation must occur before December.  We will 

no doubt receive letters  and supporting materials 

providing parents with further information early in 

the Autumn term 2016.
